Te 7HE BpiTor or THE Suy—K&ir: There
are, doubtless, Tery many ministers of the
Baltimore Conference who have been patn-
Tuliy surdrised nt the letters of #he Rar.
Andrew B, Waod, of Dalilmore, and Dr.
Paul Weight, of Martlnsburg, W. V., pro-
tesiing ageilnst u gift of moeney from the
Maryland Legisiature to Goucher College.
Of coutse, notody can dispute thelr private
right of protest, aud not:ody wishes to cut-
tall their personal privileze Lo thle respoet.
But, as {¢ may sconm: to indlente 0 general
opluion amony the inlstry of the Baltl-
more Coonference, ang re foretoken dlsap-
proval of Lhe cortempiated action of the
Leglslature, T cofer thls disclalmer aealnst
the publiz coterfaindog such o view,

Goneker College siunds iz unigue rele-
tion te {he ¢ivle welfare of Baltlmore aod
tha State of Mavylnnd., It bas glven the
highest oolleglate opporiupity to many
hundreds of tho young won:en of cur Com-
manwealth at rates lower by §1,000 a year
than are paid In nearby “finislking® schoalg,
where the cerrieuln gre lower, the body of
profexycrs and teacliers pot half the rum-
ber here, aud tize reputetion of ticse in ne
woy compnarable to those at this college,
In this one wmatter ailone the cltizens of
Maryloed ere in pocket hundreds of thou.-
snndz of dellara, and ¢heir children, at the
sasue tle, nze o the enjeywent of a tralo-
ing whicl caunot be eqmputed in angFthing
legs thar g wholly new {xpe of intellectual
and moral advaece,

In this conuecifon he it also remerubererd
thnt pubiie school educatior in Baltimare
elty owes its new anid larger inpulse to
the presence of chkis school v Luer nidst,
While Hopkins is now open to City Col-
tege graduntes, ic was not unill the appeal
of Goucher (n the gonng woemnuvhkood of
Baltimare, and the urge of Ler Hfe upon
the ambitiors of tie growing girlbood in
the publie sckools, (hat the Sczhool Board
ralsed the srandard of eduencion for bors
ané girls alfhe, and so made possibie an
entranee of our lads and lasses Into the
highest scholostic institutions ywe possess,

Goucher insistenily centered lts alms
upon the high schools, offering frae schol-
arships to a seleel numbaer annually from
these quarters, and very generousty making
the sats proffer to select students through-
out the State. Untold advantage has, in
this way, accrued to many & home other-
wise ungble to provide advapced educa-

tion 1o Its young women. * * *

A further word might be sald In refer-
enre to the fact that Cntheolles and Jew-
esses pllke have Leen trained at the col-
leze, and pone of ihese has ever felt the
obtrusion v sectarlan interests or Influ-
ences in instruction, assovlation, personal
preference, or any persanal attitude at any
time of anyone on the faculty, in charge
of buildings, or otherwise baving to do
with college or student life. The scl_mo]
was never designed to usurp the functions
of the ehureh nnd teach rellglon. It bas
held steadily to its course ns a school of
the higher learning, and while its atniog-
phere is religlaus, 1t is not seetarinn, and
utters no dicta upon the subject, and shawa
no Intellectunl or personal attitude toward
any denominational standards. * * &

The Legislature cannot forget that {o the
practical eivie effoct of the college, in Its
savings to the State in glving education at
50 low & cost to hundreds, snd o advane-
ing economic welfare, il owes a deblt to
thls Institution fur beyond the modest fg-
ure of relief it has been asked to glve.
